To get to the restroom or 
water fountain, I will walk 
down the stairs with an 
adult.  
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Our guide will meet us 
in the front of the 
room. Together, we will 
explore the downstairs 
sanctuary.  

We may also see the 
exhibit space. 
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Next, we will walk 
upstairs. I will be careful 
and hold onto the 
railing while on the 
stairs. 

We will stop in the 
vestibule, the entrance 
way to the main 
sanctuary. 
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Next, we will walk through 
the doors to the sanctuary. 
The sanctuary is a big room 
where people come to 
pray. 

Inside the sanctuary we:  
1. Walk slowly  
2. Use inside talking voices  
3. Gently touch what we see 
4. Stay with our group 

Together, we will explore 
the beautiful sanctuary. 
We can walk around, 
look, draw pictures, and 
write about what we see.  
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Next, we will walk 
carefully up the stairs to 
the third floor, or the

We will explore the 
balcony together. I will 
be careful walking up 
and down the stairs.
